ARTICLE 100
SWIMMER ELGIBILITY
100.1 SWIMMER ELGIBILITY
.1 The Age Group of the Swimmer shall be the age of the Swimmer as of June 1st.
.2 A record of each Swimmer and the age he or she will be as of June 1st (reviewed and verified if need with a birth certificate by the Swim Club’s Coach) will be sent by each Swim Club to the League Secretary and each of the other Swim Clubs.  For example:  At the last SCSA Meeting before the first Dual Meet, bring enough copies of the entire roster to exchange with other Swim Clubs and the League Secretary. E-Mailing the entire roster to each Swim Club and the League Secretary three days before the start of Dual Meet competition is permissible. Swim Club Registration forms must be available at all Meets in case there is a question to a Swimmer’s age. Transfer Swimmers as noted in 100.1.5, will be identified with an asterisk or other means on the Swim Club’s Roster. 
.3 Swimmers must be registered with the League Secretary one (1) week prior to a Dual Meet to be eligible to swim.  NOTE:  If a meet is scheduled on a Thursday, the Swimmer must be registered on or before the prior Thursday to be eligible.  Name and Birth date must be given to account for a full Registration.  Date of Registration will be determined by Post-Mark date on envelope or date e-mail was sent to each Swim Club and the League Secretary. Note: Only the new Swimmer’s information is needed. Not the Swim Club entire new roster. 
.4 Swimmers may swim for only one Swim Club within the League. In order to switch Swim Clubs after Dual Meet competition begins, a Swimmer must move to another city/town or leave a club for reasons beyond control with approval of all League Officers.

.5 Swimmer(s) who switch Swim Clubs between Swim Years and did not move to another city/town will not be allowed to score for one (1) qualifying Dual Meet. That qualifying Dual Meet shall be against the Swim Club the Swimmer(s) swam for the year before. If both Swim Clubs do not compete in the year the Swimmer switched Swim Clubs, then the qualifying Dual Meet shall be the first Dual Meet the Swimmer swims. The Swimmer(s) is allowed to swim the Individual and Relay Events but will not score points for the Swim Club for that one (1) Dual Meet. 
.6 All Swimmers must participate in at least two (2) Dual Meets to be eligible to participate in the Championship Meet. In Dual Meets, the age groups above the 6 and under, a Swimmer must swim three (3) individual events or relays to qualify as participating in a Dual Meet. In the 6 and under age groups, both boys and girls, the Swimmer needs to swim only two (2) individual events to qualify as participating in a Dual Meet. The scrimmage meet will count towards eligibility for Championship.  The SCSA approved Invitational Meet will count (must participate in, two (2) events for the 6 and under age group and three (3) events for the higher age groups) towards eligibility for Championship. Students attending LEAP remediation may have special consideration.  If a meet is forfeited, then Swimmers who have not participated in two qualified Dual Meets will not be eligible for the Championship Meet. If the League has 5 Swim Clubs or less, a Swimmer must compete in only one meet to qualify for championship.

.7 A Swimmer with a physical impairment must have a doctor’s physical impairment report stating the disability. This report must be attached to the Swimmer’s Registration Certificate.  This report must also be presented to the Referee before the start of the meet.

.8 Swim Clubs are allowed to mail out their Swim Club registration information and form to only Swimmers that were on their last Team Roster and any other Swimmer who is not on another Swim Club last Team Roster. 

ARTICLE 101

INDIVIDUAL STROKES AND RELAYS

101.1 Individual Strokes and Relays

.1 The USA Rules and Regulations book 101.1 through 101.6 will be used except for the Backstroke Turn noted in 101.1.2. Article 105, Guidelines for Officiating Swimmers with Disability in USA Swimming Meets will also be used for Swimmers with Disability.
.2 The backstroke turn will follow the High School Form of Individual Events, Rule 8 Swimming Events, Section 2, Article 1.f., in the Swimming and Diving and Water Polo Rules book.  The initiation of the turning action shall be accomplished by a single-arm or simultaneous double-arm pull, or in the absence of such pulls, by a downward, underwater movement of the head.  After the initiation of the turning action, no additional arm pulls may be started; however, kicking and gliding actions are permitted.  The swimmer shall assume a position on the back before the feet leave the wall.

.3 Relays for 8 and under may be helped by Parents (Workers) just to be placed correctly.

.4 On backstroke starts, 6 and 8 years olds may be helped by being allowed to use ankles of Workers or Coaches at the start.

Article 102

.4 The Order of Events for Dual Meets will be as follows; Freestyle, Backstroke, Freestyle Relay, Breaststroke, Butterfly, Medley Relay and Individual Medley

.5 The Order of Events for Championship Meet will be as follows; Freestyle Relay, Medley Relay, Freestyle, Backstroke, Breaststroke, Butterfly and Individual Medley

.6 Boys swim first (odd numbered events), Girls swim second (even numbered events).

.7 The SCSA Championship Meet will be conducted with timed finals for all age groups both girl and boy.

.8 In the Lockport and Stingrays Pools, Swimmer will swim one (1) pool distance for the 6 and under, 7 and 8, 9 and 10 & 11 and 12 age groups for the Freestyle, Backstroke, Breaststroke and Butterfly. All Relays will be one (1) pool distance for each of the age groups. Two (2) pool distances will be swum for the 13 and 14 & 15 to 18 age groups for all individual events. The individual medley will be swum four (4) pool distances.    

102.2 ENTRIES- GENERAL RULES

.1 The number of Entries per Team per Race will be governed by the number of lanes at the Host Team’s Pool and entries stated below as follow;

.2 Swimmers are allowed to swim in their age group for Individual Events and any higher age group for Relay Events.

.3 For Dual Meets, Swimmers may participate in three (3) individual events out of freestyle, backstroke, breaststroke, and butterfly.  They may swim in two (2) relay races.  They may swim an I.M.  Any event swum over the limit, the Swimmer will be disqualified for that event or events. At the end of the Dual Meet, 25 points per Swimmer will be deducted from the Swim Club that allowed a Swimmer(s) to swim more than the limit above.
.4 A Swimmer can swim a particular stroke only once.

.5 Swimmers may compete in Heats “1” or “2” or any mix thereof, subject to Limitations of 102.2.3.  A club may swim a Swimmer in any heat during a Dual Meet.  The Swimmer will not be restricted to swimming only Heats “1” and “2”.

.6 No substitution after the Championship Meet has started except for illness or injury. Should a Swimmer be unable to compete in a given Event, the 1st. Alternate or 2nd Alternate, as the case may be, shall be allowed to compete.  The Scratched Competitor shall not be penalized by being scratched from other final events as long as the Administrative Referee has been notified, and kept informed as to the status of that swimmer.

.7 For the Championship Meet, each Swim Club may enter three (3) entries per event for freestyle, backstroke, breaststroke and butterfly. They may swim in two (2) relay races.  They may swim an I.M.  Any event swum over the limit, the Swimmer will be disqualified for that event or events. Note: The last event the Swimmer swam will be the event he or she is disqualified with no points awarded.
.8 Scratch meeting should be forty-five (45) minutes before the meet and scratches may continue until ten (10) minutes prior to start of meet.

.9 Coaching Staff only be allowed to scratch swimmers.

.10 Entry times for Championship will be in yards from either a 25 yard pool or a converted time from a 25 meter pool.

102.3 SCORING

.1 Four Lane Pools - Maximum of two entries per Team;

Individual Events: 4-3-1-0

Relays: 6-3
.2 Six Lane Pools - Maximum of three entries per Team;


Individual Events: 6-4-3-2-1-0

Relays: 8-4


.3 Scoring for the Championship Meet is as follows:


8-Teams (24 places)


Individual Events – 28,25,24,23,22,21,20,19,18,17,15,13,12,11,10,9,8,7,6,5,4,3,2,1
Relay Events – 56, 50, 48, 46, 44, 42, 40, 38
.4 In Dual Meets, points will be scored for each event where there is a participant in Heat 1.

.5 Where two or more swimmers tie for any place in any events the points credited to such place or places, if any, next in order shall be equally divided between such swimmers; i.e., two tie for first place, the points to be credited to first place and the points to be credit to second place shall be added and divided one-half and one-half.  If three tie for first place, the points credited to first, second and third places shall be added and divided one-third, one-third, and one-third, and so on for four or more tying for first place.  The same is true for those tying for second place, third place, and whatever places there may be.  This applies for Dual and Championship Meets, for individual and Relay Events.

102.4 AWARDS

.1 In Dual Meets, ribbons will be given for each event where there is a participant in both heats 1 and 2 (including Ties).  For Relays, ribbons will be given for each participant that places 1st and 2nd (including Ties).  S.C.S.A will purchase ribbons for Heats 1 and 2 only.
.2 In the League Championship Meet, special awards is awarded for First, Second, and Third Place finishes.  Fourth through the last place a Swimmer places are awarded special ribbons.  Trophies are awarded to First, Second and Third Place Teams in the Championship Meet.  First, Second, and Third Place

Special awards (Ex. Gold, Silver, and Bronze medals) will be awarded in each age group, both boy and girl at the Championship Meet for High Points separately by a USA Swimmer and Summer/High School Swimmer. For a USA Swimmer to be awarded a High Point Award, he or she must have competed in two (2) individual events for 6 and under & three (3) individual events for 7 and older age groups. He or she must also place in the top six (6) of their age group in total individual points. Note: A Swimmer shall be classified as a USA Swimmer if he/she registers with USA Swimming for the purpose of practicing and/or competing with a USA Swimming Coach/Team at any time before, during, or after any given Summer Swim Season.  A Swimmer who is obligated due to a high school obligation to practice under the direction of a USA Swimming Coach will not be considered a USA Swimmer as long as that Swimmer is practicing with his/her assigned High School Team during the high school swim season.  If at any time a High School or Summer League Swimmer chooses to practice or compete with a USA Swimming Coach or Team, he/she shall be considered a USA Swimmer.  If a Swimmer registers as a USA Swimmer for the sole purpose of attending a swim camp, and never practices with a USA Swimming Coach or Team outside of the Swim Camp for which he/she is registered, the Swimmer will not be classified as a USA Swimmer.

.3 Dual Meet District Winners shall be recognized with Trophies at the end of the season.  If there is a tie, each would get a Dual Meet District Winner Trophy.

.4 The Nolan Falgout Sportsmanship Trophy will be awarded every year to the Team that promoted excellent sportsmanship throughout the Swim Season.  The Selection of this Award will be done on the day of Championship during the period when Team and High Point Awards are being tabulated.

.5 For Championship Meet in case of bad weather and extended delays, any age group that an event is fully completed, individual awards will be given.

102.5 SCHEDULING OF MEETS

.1 In September or October, Dual Meets for the following year will be decided by the pull of numbers and round robin seeding.  The League will decide which week Dual Meets will start. The start and stop day of the week for Dual Meets will be Thursday to Wednesday.  At this Meeting, each team will provide a day of the week and time their pool will be available to host their Dual Meet.  The League encourages that one Dual Meet is swam each week before Championship.  A written Dual Meet schedule will be provided to each Club at the meeting before the start of Dual Meets.  A forfeiture is assumed when a team fails to appear at the prearranged times.  At a later date, with mutual agreement of both Swim Clubs, the prearranged Dual Meet date can be changed. The dates and locations for the Last Chance Invitational and/or the SCSA District Championship (Swimmers not competing at the SCSA Championship, including relays) will be decided. The date and location of the SCSA Championship Meet will also be decided.  
.2 When a Dual Meet is canceled and/or postpone due to bad weather or pool mechanical failure, a verbal agreement to swim the Dual Meet at another date will be set.  The rescheduled Dual Meet date shall be schedule no more than three days after the Dual Meet is canceled due to the above (this does not mean you have to swim within three days).  Also, the rescheduled Dual Meet date cannot be schedule 48 hours prior or following a planned Dual Meet Scheduled with another Swim Club, handed in at the meeting before the start of Dual Meets.  These Dual Meets can be swum the last week before Championship.  If after three days the Host Team refuses to schedule a Dual Meet date, the Host Team will forfeit. If one team does not swim, they forfeit at the latter date.

.3 No Dual Meet shall be held on a Sunday unless there is a mutual agreement between both Teams to have as such.

.4 No Dual Meet shall be held on the same day as a Holiday unless there is a mutual agreement between both Swim Clubs.
.5 Dual Meet Districts will be based on the outcome of either Championship or Dual Meet of the prior year, whichever switches up the Swim Clubs more or a round robin pull of Swim Clubs with 25 yard pools divided between both Districts. 
.6 Championship Meet should be held on the second or third Saturday of July.

.7 There will be no alternate date set after the Championship Meet starts in case of bad weather and extended delays.

102.6 OFFICIALS 

.1 SCSA Dual Meets shall be administrated by the minimum trained SCSA Officials;
A. Deck

1 Referee
1 Starter

2 Stroke Judges (preferably one from each Swim Club)
2 Turn Judges (preferably one from each Swim Club)
2 Place Judges (preferably one from each Swim Club; could be Starter)
2-4 Take Off Judges (4 for =/+100 yard relays; could be Referee and Starter on start end) 

2 DQ Slip Runners (one from each Swim Club)

1 Chief Timer

2 Timers per lane (one person with two stop watches and the other person with one stop watch     and button if automatic (touch pads) and semi automatic (buttons) equipment is used)
2-3 Ballot Card Runners (3 for =/+25 yard events)
1 Recall Rope Operator (two if needed)
B. Table Workers
1 Timing Equipment Operator

1 Sorter 

2 Timing Judges (one from each Swim Club)

1 Recorder

2 Scorers (one from each Swim Club)
2-4 Ribbon Writers per Swim Club
C. Others

1Refreshment

2 Severe Weather Watchers if needed when thunder is heard or the first sign of lightning is            seen. Preferably one from each Swim Club and must be someone with just this duty.

.2 SCSA Championship Meet shall be administrated by trained Officials stated in the USA Swimming Rules and Regulations book, under 102.12.5, Officials for USA Swimming Championship.

.3 Duties of the Officials;
A. Duties of the Officials can be found in the USA Rules and Regulations book, starting at 102.13 through 102.23, in addition to those below. 
B. Ballot Runner - Swimmers give ballots to the Lane Recorder. Upon completion of race, Runner now picks up ballots from Timers and brings to Sorter at the Scorers Table. Runner may also bring DQ slips to the Sorter at the Scorers Table. Runner collects Place Judges’ finish slips and delivers to Sorter at the Scorer Table. When an event is a single lap as in 6 and 8 and under races, the Runner will have to get ballots from the Swimmers and give to Lane Recorders.

C. DQ Slip Runner – Will pick up DQ slips from Stroke and Turn Judges and bring to the Referee for his or her signature. After Referee signs DQ slip, delivers to Sorter at the Scorer Table 

D. Recall Rope Operator(s) – Stationed so that upon signal of a false start, immediately the rope is dropped.

E. Sorter – Receives the ballots and Place Judge’s finish slips from the Ballot Runner. Receives any DQ slips from the DQ Slip Runner or Ballot Runner. Stables DQ slip(s) to disqualify ballot. At pools with automatic equipment, receives print out of race from the Timing Equipment Operator. Places all ballots for each heat in lane order. Paperclips race print out, Place Judge’s finish slips and ballots together.  Forwards to the Timing Judges.
F. Ribbon Writers - Responsible for filling out the name, age group, sex, event swum, team affiliations and time on ribbons. Could use the label function in Team Management.
.4 The Referee, Starter, Stroke Judge, and Turn Judge shall go through training before Dual Meet competition begins. Article 105, Guidelines for Officiating Swimmers with a Disability in USA Swimming Meets in the USA Rules and Regulations book shall also be covered.

.5 Coaches, Referees, and Stroke Judges should review the SCSA By-Laws and USA Rules and Regulations book before the meet starts.  They should focus attention on any area where an Official has specific questions.

.6 The Referee shall have a copy of the SCSA By-Laws and a current USA Swimming Rules and Regulations book at the meet, and be thoroughly familiar with said Rules. Referee shall not act in dual duties.  He may not be both Stroke Judge and Referee.

.7 All starts in the South Central Swim Association, Inc. shall be governed by the USA Rules and Regulations - 102.14.5, except as may be amended herein. 

A. The initial false start shall be a “field false start”.  No matter what swimmer causes the first false start, the “field” or every swimmer shall be charged with a false start.  The Starter may inform the offending swimmer as a matter of information.
102.7 DISQUALIFICATION

.1 Shall follow 102.10, Disqualifications in the USA Rules and Regulations Book in addition to those stated below.
.2 If any Team Member, Official or Coach engages in unsportsmanlike activity (the use of vulgar language or gestures, insulting or demeaning language or behavior, or aggressive/threatening behavior) in the presence of a Meet Official (Referee, Stroke Judges, Starter, Pool Marshal, etc.), the Referee shall have the option of ejecting the Team Member/Coach/Official, from the Meet.  In the case of the conduct being witnessed by an Official other than the Referee that Official shall bring the behavior to the immediate attention of the Referee for action.  If a Team Member/Coach/Official is ejected from a Meet, the witnessing Official and the Referee shall complete a Report to the SCSA Board and mailed within 72 hours of the infraction.  The Post-Mark date of the envelope or date e-mail sent, which the Report came in will determine if the Report was sent within the required time period.  If any one Team Member/Coach/Official is ejected from two Meets within a period of one calendar year, the SCSA Board will vote on a suspension of that individual from all SCSA Meets (both Dual and Championship) and Meetings for thirteen calendar months from the last incident. A Review Committee will be set up to review the protest and respond to the SCSA Board within 72 hours after the protest was turned in. The Review Committee will determine whether the person or persons that engaged in unsportsmanlike conduct will be allowed back on or around the pool deck or in the viewing area/stands.
.3 A record of each swimmers age he or she will be as of June 1st (reviewed and verified if need with a birth certificate by the Swim Club’s Coach) shall be submitted by each club to the League Secretary.  Failure to do so will result in being disqualified in each event swum.  Swimmer must be registered with the League for one (1) week or seven (7) days before they can swim in a meet. 

.4 Clubs who swim non-registered members will forfeit an entire meet.

.5 Any person receiving compensation as a lifeguard, bath or playground attendant, or for similar employment, who in the judgment of the Registration Committee is not capitalizing on his or her athletic fame or ability, shall be eligible for Registration as competitor in the S.C.S.A.

.6 At Dual Meets, an announcement for the Team Coach to report to the Referee shall be made on any “A” Heat Disqualifications. At the Championship Meet, an announcement shall be for the Team Coach to report to the Referee on any Disqualifications.

102.8 TIMING
.1 Manual/Electronic Timing Systems may be used, at the discretion of the Host Team, and their use is encouraged. However, it is the Host Team’s decision as to the use of the Visiting Team’s Manual/Electronic Timing System.

.2 Will follow 102.16.1 and .2 TIMING, in the USA Swimming Rules and Regulations book for the timing system used at Home Team pool.
.3 Will follow 102.16.5 A, B and C Determination of Official Timing, in the USA Swimming Rules and Regulations book in determining official times except for the following;
A. Stopwatch times will be used as an independent verification of the touch pad and buttons (automatic timing system) and button times (semi-automatic timing system).

B. Host Team pools with touch pads (automatic timing system), the SCSA will use a 0.5 second or more difference between the touch pad time and button time to determine if there is a Primary Timing System Malfunction. This will be determined by the Timing Judges.
a. If there is a malfunction of the touch pad, button and/or stopwatch times that are available will be used to determine the official time. The middle or mean stopwatches and/or button times will be used in the event that the system has a fault.
b. Place Judges order of finish will be used as a back up to the order of finish after the adjustment is made.   

C. Host Team pools with buttons (semi-automatic timing system), should use three buttons if possible, with the middle or mean time, the official time.

a. If there is a malfunction of the button time, stopwatch times that are available will be used to determine the official time. The middle or mean stopwatches times will be used in the event that the system has a fault.

b. If there is a malfunction of a button time, stopwatch times will be used with button times that are available to determine the official time. The middle or mean buttons and stopwatches times will used.

c. Place Judges order of finish will be used as a back up to the order of finish after the adjustment is made.
D. Host Team pools with just stopwatches, three stopwatches shall be used. The middle or mean stopwatch time is the official time as stated in 102.16.5B. 

a. If there is a difference between the stopwatch official time and the placement of Swimmers from both Place Judges that have the same order of finish, then the stopwatch times will be void and the Swimmer(s) will be placed in the order as the Place Judges.      

.4 Host Team provides two (2) sets of score sheets for a dual meet, one (1) for each team. It would be helpful to have events labeled before the meet started.

.5 Host Club will handle publicity. Host Club will make list of winners in Heat 1. Gather names for first and second place relay teams. Will mail, drop off or e-mail the list to the local Newspapers.
.6 Host club will provide pencils, DQ slips, event sheets, enough clip boards for each lane and Officials, place judge slips and have a copy of the By-Laws and the current USA Rules and Regulations book.
.7 Host Team will provide two (2) stop watches to the Chief Timer and one (1) stop watch to each of their Timers. 

.8 Visiting Team will provide stop watches to their Timers.

102.9 WEATHER

.1 At the first sight of lightning, the Meet will be stop. After the sight of lightning or when thunder is heard, two Severe Weather Watchers will be assigned, preferably one from each Swim Club and must be someone with just this duty. As a general rule, for each five seconds you count between seeing the lightning flash and hearing the thunder, there is one mile between you and that lightning strike. The 30 second (five miles) flash to bang time should be your bare minimum for evacuating the pool. If you are going to stop the Meet, the Swimmers need to be away from the pool and in shelter, cars or other safe haven until the severe weather passes. The Referee needs to determine by watching the Weather Channel, TV updates or listening to the radio if the severe weather is passing or stationary. Based on all of the available information, the Referee and Swim Coaches need to decide if either to wait it out or re-schedule the Meet as stated in 102.5.2 of the By-Laws. If continuing the Meet after the severe weather passed, the two Severe Weather Watchers will continue to watch for lighting and listen for thunder. It was approved by the League to go with American Red Cross recommendations that you wait until 30 minutes after the last lightning strike before letting swimmers return to the pool. The Referee needs to have someone monitor the weather forecasts on the radio or television. For those Host Pools that have Facility Rules for severe weather, the stringent of the two will be followed. 
ARTICLE 103
FACILITIES STANDARDS

103.1 FACILITY STANDARD
.1 Facility Standards will follow as closely as possible to those stated in Article 103, Facility Standards in the USA Rules and Regulations book.

.2 Host Club will have a cleared area for Meet Officials.

.3 Starting Area will be determined and cleared by the Host Team.

.4 Host Team is responsible for providing necessary first aid equipment and personnel trained to administer first aid.

.5 There shall be NO SMOKING on pool Deck, including Timers, Judges, Referees, Starters, Scorers, etc.  

.6 There shall be NO SMOKING in enclosed areas used by swimmers.

.7 The consumption of Alcohol on the Pool Deck during the conduct of meets is prohibited.  The consumption of Alcohol by spectators is also prohibited.

.8 Host Club will supply a drop rope for false starts.

ARTICLE 104
OTHER SCSA LEAGUE RULES

104.1 OTHER SCSA LEAGUE RULES
.1 Any Teams that fails to appear in two (2) Dual Meets annually agreed upon on scheduled swim meet dates during one summer season shall forfeit its rights to appear in the League Championship Meet at Season’s end.

.2 At least one Coach and one Stroke Judge from each Swim Club will be required to attend the Official Clinic held before the beginning of the first Dual Meet.  A $20.00 fine will be assessed to the club which does not adhere to this Amendment.  Any club that does not abide by this rule, the League Treasurer will also hold back the Swim Club cards and ribbons. If no Stroke Judge attends the Official Clinic, the Swim Club will not be able to officiate at dual meets until approved training is completed at Swim Club expense.
.3 Uniform and caps with Team logos should be required for all Teams and Swimmers in the SCSA League. No other Team logos (High School, USA Swimming, Other Team Caps/Uniform) should be worn by a swimmer.  
.4 The current USA Swimming Rules & Regulations, National Federation of State High School Associations, Swimming and Diving and Water Polo and NCAA Men’s and Women’s Swimming 

& Diving Rules and Interpretations will be used when an item is not covered in our By-Laws.

104.2 PROTESTS
.1 Protests against the judgment decisions of starters, stroke, turn, place and relay take-off judges can only be considered by the Referee and the Referee’s decision shall be final.

.2 For consideration of all other protests lodged at the meet, including protests concerning eligibility and representation, must be made to the Referee of the Meet and submitted in writing within 24 hours at the end of the meet which the question occurred, indicating the infraction, date of meet, and which teams were competing.
.3 The Referee will appoint a Meet Jury. The Meet Jury shall consist of not fewer than five (5) persons; two (2) coaches from each Swim Club and two (2) Officers from each Swim Club. The Meet Jury will hear the infraction that occurred and issue a ruling. 
.4 In the event that a Swim Club wishes to appeal any ruling by the Meet Jury, one of their Swim Club Officers shall submit the Protest to the President, in writing in which the question occurred, indicating the infraction, date of meet, which teams were competing and the Jury’s Ruling, within 24 hours at end of the Jury Meeting. The President will select a Jury of not fewer than three (3) persons that are Officers of the League whose Swim Club is not involved in the appeal and are of different Swim Clubs. The President will not serve on this Jury if the Swim Club he or she represents is involved in way in the appeal.
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
